1. Ban Roi Sao Culture center

(1) Welcome Ceremony: Welcome Remarks and Introduce Ta Kien Tia Community by
President of Ta Kien Tia CBT Club, Thailand.

Ta Kien Tia community began tourism developing 12 years ago in copperation with
DASTA, taking advantage of its specialty product. the coconut. Ban Roi Sao Cultural
Center 15 a traditional house supported by 102 pallars. Visitors explored the mterior of
the building and view local handicrafts. In addition to activities such as painting
coconut shells and making pressed flower bags, Ban Roi1 Sao has been offening
homestay program for approximately 3-4 vears. As a prime example of a CBT
wmtiative, many [hailand tourism officials have visited the site.

Participants cooked a unique local dish with voung coconut shell and chicken stir-fried
with spices_ and had 1t for lunch Since vegetables from the center's farm are used and
the staff are mamnly local housewives, profits go directly into the community.

At Ban Fasai, visttors expenienced dyeing using coconut sheils. Brown dyeing 1s

a characteristic of there. The coconut shells used for dveing are reused as fertilizer.
